The 

Company has used the principles of prudence in applying judgments, estimates and assumptions including sensitivity analysis and based on the current estimates, the 

Company expects to fully recover the carrying amount of trade receivables and right-to-use asset. The eventual outcome of impact of the global health pandemic may be 

different from those estimated as on the date of approval of these financial statements. 

a During the current year ended 31 March 2021, the company has filed Form-1 & Form-2 under the Direct Tax Vivad Se Vishwas Bill, 2020 with DCIT- 1 Chennai, for the 

assessment years 2009-10 to 2014-15 and based on the submissions made under the scheme, the Company has evaluated and made a provision of Rs.420.16 lakhs. 

Further, the company has made provision towards long outstanding tax assets aggregating to Rs.133.28 lakhs. The above provisions are included under provision for tax 

relating to earlier years during the quarter and year ended 31 March 2021.
