4. The COVID-19 Pandemic is unprecedented and the Company has also experienced its adverse impact. With gradual resumption of.operations, plants have started moving to normalcy, though challenges exist. While the Company 
continues to work with all its stakeholders, the situation continues to be still evolving. 

The Company has considered the.possible effects that may result from the pandemic relating to COVID-19 on the carrying amounts of property, plant and equipment, Investments, Inventories, receivables and other current assets. 
In developing the assumptions relating to the possible future uncertainties in the global economic conditions because of this pandemic, the Company, as at the date of approval of these financial results has used internal and 
external sources on the expected future performance of the Company. The Company has performed sensitivity analysis on the assumptions used and based on current estimates expects the carrying amount of these assets will be 
recovered. The impact of COVID-19 on the Company's financial results may differ from that estimated as at the date of approval of these financial results. 

5. The Board of Directors at the meeting held on November 12, 2020, declared an interim dividend of RS. 0.20 per share of Re 1 each, for the period ended September 30, 2020. The record date for the same is November 23, 2020. In 
accordance with Ind AS -10 'Event after reporting date' as notified by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs through Amendment to companies (Accounting Standards) Amendment Ri,.des,2016 dated March 30, 2016,the Company has 
not accounted for interim dividend as a liability as at September 30,2020. 

6. The figures for the quarter ended September 30, 2020 are the balancing figures between the audited figures of the half year ended September 30, 2020 and June 30, 2020, which was subject to limited review. 

7. The Code on Social Security, 2020 ('Code') relating to employee benefits during employment and post-employment benefits received Indian Parliament approval and Presidential assent in September 2020. The Code has been 

published in the Gazette of India. However, the date on which the Code will come into effect has not been notified. The Company will assess the impact of the Code when it comes into effect and will record any related impact in 

the period the Code becomes effective.
