Limited review report on unaudited quarterly and year-to-date consolidated 
financial results of Chalet Hotels Limited under Regulation 33 of the SEBI 
(Listing Obligation and Disclosure Requirement) Regulation, 2015 

To the Board of Directors of 
Chalet Hotels Limited 

1. We have reviewed the accompany ing Statement of unaudited consolidated financia l results 
of Chalet Hotels L imited (hereinafter referred to as 'the Holding Company') and its 
subsidiaries (tbe Holding Company and its subsidiaries together referred to as "the Group" ), 
for the quarter ended 30 September 2021 and year to date results for the period from 1 April 

2021 to 30 September 2021 (' the Statement'), being submitted by the Holding Company 
pursuant to the requ irements of Regulation 33 of the SEBI (Listing Obligations and 
Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as amended ('Listing Regulations' ). 

2. This Statement, wh ich is the responsibility of the Holding Company' s management and 

approved by the Holding Company's Board of Directors, has been prepared in accordance with 

the recognition and measurement principles la id down in Indian Accounting Standard 34 

"Interim Financial Reporting" ("Ind AS 34"), prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies 

. Act, 2013, and other accounting principles generally accepted in India and in comp liance with 

Regulation 33 of the Listing Regulations. Our responsibility is to express a conclusion on the 

Statement based on our review. 

3. We conducted our review of the Statement in accordance with the Standard on Review 

Engagements (SRE) 2410 "Review of Interim Financial Information Performed by the 
Independent Auditor of the Entity ", issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. A 

review of interim financial information consists of making inquiries, primarily of persons 

responsible for financial and accounting matters, and applying analytical and other review 

procedures. A review is substantially less in scope than an audit conducted in accordance with 

Standards on Auditing and consequently does not enable us to obtain assurance that we would 

become aware of all significant matters that might be identified in an audit. Accordingly, 

we do not express an audit opinion. 

We also performed procedures in accordance with the circular issued by the SEBJ under 

Regulation 33 (8) of the Listing Regulations, to the extent applicable.

5. Based on our review conducted and procedures performed as stated in paragraph 3 above, nothing 

has come to our attention that causes us to believe that the accompanying Statement, prepared in 

accordance with the recognition and measurement principles laid down in the aforesaid Indian 

Accounting Standard and other accounting princ iples generally accepted in India, has not 

disclosed the information required to be disclosed in terms of Regulation 33 of the Listing 

Regulations, including the manner in which it is to be disclosed, or that it contains any material 

misstatement. 

6. Emphasis of Matter 
a) We draw attention to Note 4 to these unaudited consolidated fi nancial results, which explains 

the management's assessment of going concern assumption and financial impact on account 

of COVID 19 pandemic situation and its assertion that based on best estimates made by it, the 

Company w ill continue as a going concern, i.e. continue its operations and will be able to 

discharge its liabilities and realise its assets, for the foreseeab le future, despite the significant 

impact ofCOVID-19 and factors which continue to evolve and are therefore highly dependent 

on future circumstances; and 

b) We draw attention to Note 7 to these unaudited consolidated financial results, in respect of the 

entire build ing comprising of the hotel and apariments therein, purchased together w ith a 

demarcated portion of the leasehold rights to land at Vashi (Navi M umbai), from K. Raheja 

Corp Private Limited, on which the Company's Four Points by Sheraton Hotel has been built. 

The allotment of land by City & Industrial Development Corporation of Maharashtra L imited 

('CIDCO') to K. Raheja Corp Private Limited has been challenged by two public interest 

litigations and the matter is currently pending with the Honorable Supreme Court of India . 

Pending the outcome of proceedings and a final closure of the matter, no adjustments have 

been made in these unaud ited consolidated financial results as at 30 September 202 1 to the 

carrying value of the leasehold rights (reflected as prepayments) and the hotel assets thereon 

aggregating to Rs 435.88 million and Rs 451.70 million as at 30 September 2021 and 3 1 

March 202 1 respectively 

Our conclusion is not modified to these matters.

3. These consolidated financial results have been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement principles of Indian Accounting Standards ("Ind AS") 
prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act. 2013 read with the relevant rules issued thereunder and the other accounting principles generally accepted in India 

4. The Group has considered internal and certain external sources of information up to the date of approval of the Half yearly Financial statements for assessing the 
possible impact of Covid-19 and expects to recover the carrying amount of its assets and shall be able to meet its liabilities as and when they fall due. 

As per the management. the Group bas sufficient financing arrangements to meet its operating cash flow requirements and debt repayment obligation as they fall due in 
addition 10 the funds expected to be generated from the operating activities. Based on aforesaid assessment. management believes that as per estimales made 
conservatively, the Group will continue as a going concern as on 30 September 2021 . 

5. During the quarter ands.ix months ended 30 September 2021, the Group has received a rebate amounting to Rs. 4.62 mill.ion 3J)d Rs. 41.97 million respectively from 
the Hotel operator in respect of past disputed li.,bility. Further, during the quarter, the Holding Company accounted for Rs. 50 million as export benefit entitlements for 
earlier vear under the head "Other Income". 

6. During the quarter ended 30 September 2021 , the Holding Company has received compensation for early termination of contract in respect of Commercial Complex at 
Bengaluru amounting to Rs. 239.64 million. Net income of Rs. 160.64 after adjusting for its straight lining impact of Rs. 79.00 million is accounted under the head 
"Revenue from Operatiorts" for Retail and Commercial segment. 

7. In December 2005, the Holding Company had purchased the entire building comprising of the hotel and apartments therein, together with a demarcated portion of the 
leasehold rights to land at Vashi (Navi Mumbai). The Holding Company has been operating the Four Points By Sheraton, Navi Mumbai, Vashi at the said premises. Two 
Public Interest Litigations challenging U1c allotment of land by CIDCO to K. Raheja Corp Private Limited had been filed in FY 2003-04. During the financial year 2014-
15, the Honourable High Court at Bombay ordered K. Raheja Corp Private Limited to demolish the structure and hand back the land to CIDCO. K Raheja Corp Private 
Limited has filed a special leave petition against the order in the Supreme Court The Supreme Court on 22 January 2015 directed the maintenance of a Slatus quo. 
Pending the outcome of proceedings and a fmal closure of the matter no adjustments have been made in the above financial results. The balance of prepaid lease rental in 
relation 10 such leasehold land as of 30 September 2021 is Rs. 50.33 million (31 March 2021 : Rs. 50.93 million) and carrying value of property, plant and equipment as at 

30 September 2021 is Rs. 385.55 million (31 March 2021: Rs. 400.77 million). 

8.1. With respect to the Residential project at Bengaluru ("Project~), w.e.f. 4 June 2018, the Promoter - Directors, have agreed to provide the Holding Company either by 
themselves or through their nominees, funds to meet the shortfall in cash flows for the Project expenses, by subscribing lo 0% Non- Cumulative Non-Convertible 
Redeemable Preference Shares ("NCRPS") of the Company of Rs. 2,000 million. A designated bank account is maintained for the Project and redemption of NCRPS's 
shall be after completion. out of surplus in the account. not later than 20 years from the date of issue and subject to applicable law/s. In this regard, the Company has a 
paid up preference share capital of Rs. I , 750 mm ion as al 30 September 2021 (31 March 2021: Rs. 1,250 million). 

8.2. The Holding Company had commenced a residential project al Bengaluru after obtaining requisite approvals. During the year 201 3-14, Hindustan Aeronautics 
Limited {HAL) had raised an objection with regard to the permissible height of the buildings. Pursuant lo an interim order passed by the Karnataka High Court. in the 
petition filed by the Holding Company, the Holding Company had suspended construction activity at the Project and sale of fiats. By judgement dated 29 May, 2020 the 
Honourable High Court of Kamataka has allo,ved the writ petition in part. quashing the cancellation of the NOC and remanding back the matter to HAL for re-survey in 
a time bound manner and thereafter proceed in accordance with law. The Holding Company has filed an appeal in November 2020 against the said Order. The Holding 
Company and HAL after discussions have on 22 October, 2021, signed terms for an amicable settlement of all the disputes between the parties, as JX.'f which the Holding 
Company would undertake demolition of already constructed structures above 932 meters Above Mean Sea Level •AMSL' (ie. upto 40 meters). Upon intimation of 
completion of demolition as above, HAL shall issue fresh NOC. Thereafter, revised development plans including plan for construction of additional commercial building 
,viii be submitted to statutory authorities for approval. Final orders in the matter have been passed by the Court on October 26, 2021 as per the said settlement terms and 
consequently, the litigation stands disposed. 

8.3. During U1e quarter ended 30 September 2021, the Hold.ing Company received cancellation requests from 3 fiat owners for its residential project at Bengaluru. 
Consequently, interest amounting to Rs. 33.61 million payable to the said flat owner has been accounted as Real Estate Development Cost and Exceptional items. 

8.4. The Holding Company has executed Supplemental MOUs with all existing flat owners., (except 9 flat owners wbo desired 10 exit), with revised terms inter-alia 
consenting to the revised development p~ms, subject lo modification orders to be passed by the Court and applicable regulatory approvals. Further, flat owners above 10th 
noor have consented to relocate to lower floors. 

The Holding Company had estimated and ·accounted interest payable on cancellation to flat owners above 10 floors amounting to Rs 568.77 million as at September, 
2021. The said provision shall be reversed in the consolidated fmancial results upon receipt of all regulatory approvals from statutory authorities. Management is of the 
view that no changes are required on this account in the consolidated financial Results for the six months ended 30 September 2021. ln the meantime, the Holding 
Company continues to make provision for interest in relation to potential cancellations which amounted to Rs 25.45 million for s.ix months ended 30 September 2021 (31 
March 2021 : Rs 41.71 million) and the same is reflected as an exceptional item. 

9.The Holding Company at its meeting held on 11 August 2020 approved Scheme of Amalgamation of Belaire Hotels Private Limited (BHPL) and Seapearl Hotels 
Private Limited (SHPL), its wholly owned subsidiaries, 1vith the Company under Section 230 lo 232 ,ofthe Companies Act, 201 3, with effect from I April 2020, ("the 
Appointed Dale") subject to the approval or the statutory and regulatory autJ1orities. Post approval received from the shareholders, Company Scheme Petition for sanction 
of the Scheme of Amalgamation has been filed ,vith National Company Law Tnbunal (NCLT) on 26 April 2021. The scheme of amalgamation is pending for approval by 
NCL T. Accordingly, the Scheme has not been given effect to in the financial statements s.ix months ended 30 September 2021 . 

IO.(a) During th.is quarter and six monU1s ended 30 September 202 1, the Holding Company has discontinued its retail operations viz lnorbit Mall at Bengaluru and the 
Holding Company ,vill ,mdertake conve.rsion of said premises to commercial office space. 
Loss from discontinued operation in respect of the said operations has been disclosed separately. The discontinued business costs includes all direct and indirect costs of 
retail operations, Bengaluru. 

(b) In the fmancial year 2020-21 , the Holding Company had discontinued its retail operations at Sahar, Mumbai and the same was disclosed separately as loss from 
discontinued operation.

3. These standalone fmancial results have been prepared in accordance with d1e recognition and measurement principles of Indian Accounting Standards ("Ind AS") 
prescribed wider Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with the relevant rules issued therew1dcr and the other accounting principles generally accepted in India. 

4. The Company has considered internal and certain external sources of infom.mtion np to the date of approval of the Half yearly Financial statements for assessing the 
possible impact of Covid- L 9 and expects to recover doe carrying amount of its assets •~•d shall be able to meet its I~,bilitics as and when they fall dne. 

As per the management, tbe Company has sufficient financing arrangements lo meet its operating cash flow requirements and debt repayment obligation as they fall due in 
addition to the funds expected to be generated from the operating activities. Based on aforesaid assessment, management believes that as 1x:r estimates made conservatively, 
the Company will continue as a going concern as on 30 September 2021. 

5. During the quaner and six months ended 30 September 2021, die Company has received a rebate amounting to Rs. 4.62 million and Rs. 41.97 million respectively from the 
operator in respect of past disputed liability. Further, during the quaner, the Company has received Rs 50 million as export benefit entitlements for earlier year. The same has 
been accounted as "Other Income". 

6. During the quarter ended 30 September 2021, the Company !,as received compensation for early tcm1ination of contract in respect of Commercial Complex al Bengaluru 
amounting to Rs. 239.64 million. Nel income of Rs. 160.64 afler adjusting for its s1rai1,,t,1 lining impact of Rs. 79.00 million is accounted under the head "Revenue from 
Operations" for Retail and Commercial segment. 

7. fn December 2005, the Company had purchased the entire building comprising of the I,otcl and apanmeots therein, together with a demarcated portion of the leasehold 
rights to land at Vashi (Navi Mumbai). TI1c Company has been operating the Four Points By Sheraton, Navi Mumbai, Vashi at tl,e said premises. Two Public Interest 
Litigations challenging the allotment ofland by CIDCO to K. Raheja Corp Private Limited had been filed in FY 2003-04. During the financial ye-JC 2014-15, the Honourable 
High Court at Bombay ordered K. Raheja Corp Private Limited to demolish the stnocture and band back the land to CIDCO. K Raheja Corp Private Limited l,as filed a 
special leave petition against 11,e order in d1e Supreme Court. TI1e Supreme Court on 22 January 2015 directed the maintenance ofa status quo. Pending the outcome of 
proceedings and a final closure of tl,e ma1tcr no adjustments have been made in d1e above financial results. TI1c balance of prepaid lease rental in relation to such leasehold 
land as of 30 September 2021 is Rs. 50.33 million (3 1 March 2021: Rs. 50.93 million) and carrying value of property, plant and equipment as at 30 September 2021 is Rs. 
385.55 mill.ion (31 March 2021: Rs. 400.77 million). 

8. 1. With respect to the Residential project at Bengaluru ('"Project"), w.e.f. 4 June 2018, the Promoter- Directors, have agreed to provide the Con1pany either by themselves 
or through their nominees, fonds lo meet the shortfall in cash flows for the Project expenses, by subscribing to 0% Non- Cunmlative Non-Convertible Red.eenmble Preference 
Shares (" NCRPS") of the Company of Rs. 2,000 million. A designated bank account is maintained for the Project and redemption of NCRPS's shall be after completion, out 
of swplus in the account, not later than 20 years from the date of issue and subject to applicable law/s. fn this regard, the Con1pany bas a paid up preference share capital of 
Rs. 1,750 million as at 30 September 2021 (31 March 2021: Rs. 1,250 million). 

8.2. The Company had commenced a residential project at Bengalun, after obtaining requisite approvals. During the year 2013- 14, Hindustan Aeronautics Limited (HAL) had 
raised an ·objection with regard to the pemussiblc height of the building.~. Pursuant to an interim order passed by the Karnataka High Court, in the petition fi led by the 
Company, the Company had suspended construction activity at the Project and sale of flats. By judgement dated 29 May, 2020 the Honourable High Court of Kamataka has 
allowed the writ petition in part, qi,ashing die cancellation of tlie NOC and remanding back the matter to HAL for re-survey in a time bound manner and thereafter proceed in 
accordance ,vith law. The Company has filed an appeal in November 2020 against the said Order. The Company and HAL afler discussions have on 22 October, 2021, signed 
tcnns for an amicable settlement of all the disputes between the parties, as per which the Company would 1mdertake demolition of already constn,ctcd structures above 932 
meters Above Mean Sea Level 'AMSL' (i.e. upto 40 meters). Upon intin,ation of completion of demolition as above, HAL slmll issue fresh NOC. TI1creafter, revised 
development plans including plan for constmction of additional commercial building will be submitted to statutory authorities for approval. Final orders in the matter have 
been passed by the Court oo October 26, 2021 as per the said settlement tcm1s and consequently, the litigation stands disposed. 

8.3. During the quarter ended 30 September 2021 , the Company received cancellatiou requests from 3 Hat owners for its residential project al Bengaluru. Consequently, 
interest amounting to Rs. 33.61 million payable to the said flat owner has been acc0tullcd as Real Estate Development Cost and Exceptional items. 

8.4. The Company has executed Supplemental MOUs with all existing flat owners, (except 9 Oat owners who desired to exit), ,vitb revised terms inter-alia consenting to die 
revised development plans, subject to modification orders to be passed by the Court and applicable regulatory approvals. Furdicr, flat owners above I 0th floor J1avc consented 
to relocate to lower floors. 

The Company had estimated and accounted interest payable on cancellation 10 flat owners above 10 lloors amounting to Rs 568.77 million as at September, 2021. The said 
provision shall be reversed in the standalone financial results upon receipt of all regulatory approvals from stalutory authorities. Management is of the view that no changes 
arc required on this account in the standalone financial results for the six months ended 30 September 2021. ln the meantime, the Company continues to make provision for 
interest in relation to potential cancellations which amounted to Rs 25.45 million for six months ended 30 September 2021 (31 March 2021 : Rs 41 .71 million) and the same is 
reflected as an exceptional item. 

9. TIJe Company at its meeting held on I J August 2020 has approved Scheme of Amalgamation of Belairc Motels Private Limited (BJ-IPL) and Seapearl .Hotels P,ivate 
Limited (SHPL), its wholly owned subsidiaries, ,vith the Company under Section 230 to 232 of the Companies Act., 2013, ,vith effect from I April 2020, ("the Appointed 
Date") subjec1 to the approval of tbe statutory and regulatory autl10ritics. Post approval received from the shareholders, Company Scheme Petition for sanction of the Scheme 
of Amalgamation has been filed with National Company Law Tribunal (NCLT) on 26 April 202 1.11,e scheme of an1algama1ion is pending for approval by NCLT. 
Accordingly, the Scheme !,as not been given effect to in the financial statements six months ended 30 September 2021. 



11. The Code on Social Security, 2020 (the Code') relating to employee bcuclits received Presidential assent on Sept~mbcr 28, 2020. 1l1e Ministry of Labour and 
Employment bas released dratl ndes for the Code on November 13, 2020 and invited suggestions front stakeholders. l11e date of implementation of the Code is yet to be 

notified by the Government and when implemented will impact the contributions by tl1e Company towards benefits such as Provident Fund, Gratuity etc. The Cor.upany will 
assess the impact of the Code and effect the same in the linan~~al results when the Code and Rules thereunder are no tified. 

12. The statutory auditor of the Company have expressed an urunodified opinion on the above results for quarter and six ended 30 September 202 1.
