3. amendment of the arrangement with Mindspace Business Parks Private Limited (MBPPL) for development of 
the proposed hotel at Airoli in Navi Mumbai. The earlier arrangement entailed acquisition of land by way of 
sub-lease and construction of the Hotel by the Company, which is now being amended to take on lease the 
Hotel structure from MBPPL. The execution of the MoU is subject to approval by the Board of MBPPL.

To the Board of Directors of Chalet Hotels Limited 

1. We have reviewed the accompanying Statement of unaudited consolidated financial results of Chalet 
Hotels Limited (hereinafter referred to as "the Parent"), and its subsidiaries (the Parent and its 
subsidiaries together referred to as "the Group") for the quarter ended 30 September 2023 and year 
to date results for the period from 01 April 2023 to 30 September 2023 ("the Statement") , being 
submitted by the Parent pursuant to the requirements of Regulation 33 of the Securities and 
Exchange Board of India (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as 
amended ("Listing Regulations") . 

2. This Statement, which is the responsibility of the Parent's management and approved by the Parent's 
Board of Directors, has been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement 
principles laid down in Indian Accounting Standard 34 "Interim Financial Reporting" ("Ind AS 34") , 
prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013, and other accounting principles generally 
accepted in India and in compliance with Regulation 33 of the Listing Regulations. Our responsibility 
is to express a conclusion on the Statement based on our review. 

3. We conducted our review of the Statement in accordance with the Standard on Review Engagements 
(SRE) 2410 "Review of Interim Financial Information Performed by the Independent Auditor of the 
Entity", issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. A review of interim financial 
information consists of making inquiries, primarily of persons responsible for financial and accounting 
matters, and applying analytical and other review procedures. A review is substantially less in scope 
than an audit conducted in accordance with Standards on Auditing and consequently does not enable 
us to obtain assurance that we would become aware of all significant matters that might be identified 
in an audit. Accordingly, we do not express an audit opinion . 

We also performed procedures in accordance with the circular issued by the Securities and Exchange 
Board of India under Regulation 33(8) of the Listing Regulations, to the extent applicable.

5. Based on our review conducted and procedures performed as stated in paragraph 3 above , nothing 
has come to our attention that causes us to believe that the accompanying Statement, prepared in 
accordance with the recognition and measurement principles laid down in the aforesaid Indian 
Accounting Standard and other accounting principles generally accepted in India, has not disclosed 
the information required to be disclosed in terms of Regulation 33 of the Listing Regulations, including 
the manner in which it is to be disclosed, or that it contains any material misstatement. 

6. We draw attention to Note 7 to the unaudited consolidated financial results regarding the ongoing 
litigation in respect of leasehold rights to proportionate undivided interest in land and building at Vashi 
(Navi Mumbai) purchased from K Raheja Corp Private Limited , on which the Holding Company's Four 
Points by Sheraton Hotel has been built. The allotment of land by City & Industrial Development 
Corporation of Maharashtra Limited ('CIDCO') to K Raheja Corp Private Limited has been challenged 
under two public interest litigation. On 21 November 2014, the Honourable High Court at Bombay 
ordered K Raheja Corp Private Limited to restore the land to its original condition (which would 
interalia require the buildings thereon to be demolished) and hand over the vacant possession thereof 
to CIDCO within six months of the date of judgement. K Raheja Corp Private Limited has filed a 
special leave petition against the abovementioned order in the Honourable Supreme Court of India. 
The Hon'ble Supreme Court of India on 21 January 2015 has passed Status Quo Order and the matter 
is currently pending with it. The agreement for purchase of leasehold rights between the Holding 
Company and K Raheja Corp Private Limited was subject to the outcome of the litigation and the 
management does not except any potential material loss to be borne by the Group. Pending the 
outcome of proceedings and a final closure of the matter, no adjustments have been made in the 
unaudited consolidated financial results as at 30 September 2023 to the carrying value of the 
leasehold rights (reflected as prepayments) aggregating to Rs 47.94 million (31 March 2023 Rs 48.54 
million) and the hotel assets thereon (reflected as property, plant and equipment) aggregating to Rs 
344.65 million as at 30 September 2023 (31 March 2023: Rs 348.46 million) . 

Our conclusion is not modified in respect of this matter.

4 Pursuant to the merger of wholly owned subsidiary compai1y ( 'transferor company') wi th the Holding Company (' transferee compai1y') , the transferee company has recogni zed defened tax 
asset on the brought forward business losses (including unabsorbed depreciation) pertaining to transferor company. After conside1ing the relevant facts and circumstances to the extent that 
the Holding Company has convincing evidence based on its business plans and budgets the unutilized tax losses /credit will be realized, the Holding Compai1y has recognised defe,red tax 
assets on 584.21 million as at 30 September 2023 (3 1 March 2023: ~ Nil) . 

Pursuai1t to the share purchase agreement, the Holdi ng Compm1y has acquired 26% stake in Tl' Agastaya Limited ('TPAL') on 20 October 2023. This investment is solely to obtain captive 
solar power supply rrom TPAL. 

6 Goods ai1d Services Tax (GST) Investigation Depa11ment, Maharashtra State (GST Autho,ities) had conducted search proceedings pursuai1t to Section 67 of the Goods ai1d Services Tax 
Act 20 17. The Goods and Se,vices Tax officials have identifi ed ce11ain matters relating to input tax credit pe11aining to the period July 20 17 to FY 2023, which the Authority believes ai·e 
ineligible for such claims. Accordingly, the Holding Company evaluated the same and made a payment of Goods and Se,v ices Tax ainounting t 107.54 million during the six months ended 
30 September 2023 (including~ 106.54 million for the qum1er ended 30 June 2023). The business operations of the Holding Compai1y continue as usual and are not impacted. The 
proceedings have not yet concluded mid any ft111her outcome from such proceedings will be approp,iately dealt with in the subsequent period. 

7 In December 2005, the Holding Company had purchased the entire building comp,i sing of the hotel and apa11ments therein, together with a demai·cated poi1ion of the leasehold rights to 
lai1d at Vashi (Navi Mumbai). The Holding Company has been operating Four Points By Sheraton, Navi Mumbai , Vashi at the said premises. Two Public Interest Litigations challenging 
the all otment of land by CIDCO to K. Raheja Corp P,ivate Limited had been filed in FY 2003-04. During the financial year 20 14- 15, the Honourable High Court at Bombay ordered K. 
Raheja Corp Private Limited to demoli sh the structure ai1d hai1d back the lai1d to CIDCO. K Raheja Corp Private Limited has filed a special leave petition against the order in the Supreme 
Court . The Supreme Court on 22 Jain,ary 2015 directed the maintenance of a status quo. Pending the outcome of proceedings ai1d a fi nal closure of the matter no adjustments have been 
made in the above revised consolidated financial result s. The balance of prepaid lease rental in relation to such leasehold land as of30 September 2023 is t 47.94 million (31 Mai·cl1 2023: ~ 
48.54 million) ai1d canying value of property, plaiit and equipment as at 30 September 2023 is~ 344.65 million (3 1 March 2023: t 348.46 million) . 

8 With respect to the Resident ial project at Bengal uni ("Project"), w.e.f. 4 June 2018, the Promoter - Directors, have agreed to provide the Holding Company, either by themselves or through 
their nominees, funds to meet the shortfall in cash flows for the Project expenses, by subscribing to 0% Non- Cumul ative Non-Conve11ibl e Redeemable Preference Shares ("NCRPS") of 
the Holding Company of upto Rs. 2,000 million . A designated bank accouut is maintained for the Project and redemption of NCRPS 's shall be after completion, out of surplus in the 
account, not later thai1 20 years from the date of issue and subject to applicable law/s. In thi s regai·d, the Holding Compai1y has a paid up preference share capital of t 2,000 mill ion as at 30 
September 2023 (3 1 March 2023: t 2,000 million) . 
Further, Promoters - Directors have provided additi onal interest free loan amounting tot 550 million dming the six months ended 30 September 2023 (incl uding t 250 million taken in the 
quai1er ended 30 June 2023) (31 March 2023: t 450 million) . 

9 a) Dming the qua!1er ended 30 September 2023, the Compai1y has received Occupat ional Ce11ificate for certain towers of the residential project at Bengalun1. 

b) In regards to residential project at Bengal urn, the Holding Company had commenced the project after obtaining requi si te approvals. During the year 20 I 3- 14, Hindustan Aeronauti cs 
Limited ("HAL") had raised ai1 objection wi th regard to pennissible height of the buildings. The Holding Company and HAL after di scussions, signed tenns for an amicable settlement of all 
the disputes between the pa!1ies. Based on this settlement the Holding Company would undertake demolition of already constnicted structures above 932 meters Above Meai1 Sea Level

1. We have reviewed the accompanying Statement of unaudited standalone financial results of Chalet 
Hotels Limited (hereinafter referred to as "the Company") for the quarter ended 30 September 2023 
and year to date results for the period from 01 April 2023 to 30 September 2023 ("the Statement"). 

2. This Statement, which is the responsibility of the Company's management and approved by its Board 
of Directors , has been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement principles laid 
down in Indian Accounting Standard 34 "Interim Financial Reporting' ("Ind AS 34"), prescribed under 
Section 133 of the Companies Act , 2013, and other accounting principles generally accepted in India 
and in compliance with Regulation 33 of the Securities and Exchange Board of India (Listing 
Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as amended ("Listing Regulations"). 
Our responsibility is to issue a report on the Statement based on our review. 

3. We conducted our review of the Statement in accordance with the Standard on Review Engagements 
(SRE) 2410 "Review of Interim Financial Information Performed by the Independent Auditor of the 
Entity", issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. A review of interim financial 
information consists of making inquiries, primarily of persons responsible for financial and accounting 
matters, and applying analytical and other review procedures. A review is substantially less in scope 
than an audit conducted in accordance with Standards on Auditing and consequently does not enable 
us to obtain assurance that we would become aware of all significant matters that might be identified 
in an audit. Accordingly , we do not express an audit opinion . 

4. Based on our review conducted as above , nothing has come to our attention that causes us to believe 
that the accompanying Statement, prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement 
principles laid down in the aforesaid Indian Accounting Standard and other accounting principles 
generally accepted in India, has not disclosed the information requi red to be disclosed in terms of 
Regulation 33 of the Listing Regulations, including the manner in which it is to be disclosed, or that it 
contains any material misstatement. 

5. We draw attention to Note 8 to these unaudited standalone financial results regarding the ongoing 
litigation in respect of leasehold rights to proportionate undivided interest in land and building at Vashi 
(Navi Mumbai) purchased from K Raheja Corp Private Limited, on which the Company's Four Points 
by Sheraton Hotel has been built. The allotment of land by City & Industrial Development Corporation 
of Maharashtra Limited ('CIDCO') to K Raheja Corp Private Limited has been challenged under two 
public interest litigation. On 21 November 2014, the Honourable High Court at Bombay ordered K 
Raheja Corp Private Limited to restore the land to its original condition (which would interalia require 
the buildings thereon to be demolished) and hand over the vacant possession thereof to CIDCO within 
six months of the date of judgement. K Raheja Corp Private Limited has filed a special leave petition 
against the abovementioned order in the Honourable Supreme Court of India. The Hon'ble Supreme 
Court of India on 21 January 2015 has passed Status Quo Order and the matter is currently pending 
with it. The agreement for purchase of leasehold rights between the Company and K Raheja Corp 
Private Limited was subject to the outcome of the litigation and the management does not except any 
potential material loss to be borne by the Company. Pending the outcome of proceedings and a final 
closure of the matter, no adjustments have been made in these unaudited standalone financial results 
as at 30 September 2023 to the carrying value of the leasehold rights (reflected as prepayments) 
aggregating to Rs 47.94 million (31 March 2023 Rs 48.54 million) and the hotel assets thereon 
(reflected as property, plant and equipment) aggregating to Rs 344.65 million as at 30 September
