We draw attention to Note no. 4 of the financial results which states the management's 

evaluation of COVID-19 impact on the operations of the Company and note no.28 of 

financial Statements for accumulated losses are more than the Share Capital and 

Reserves and its net worth are eroded, however in the opinion of the management 

continue as a going concern. Our opinion is not modified in respect of this matter. 
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Management's Responsibilities for the Financial Results 

These quarterly financial results as well as the year to date financial results have been 

prepared on the basis of the financial statements. The Company's Board of Directors are 

responsible for the preparation of these financial results that give a true and fair view of 

the net Loss and other comprehensive income and other financial information in 

accordance with the recognition and measurement principles laid down in Indian 

Accounting Standards prescribed under Section 133 of the Act read with relevant rules 

issued thereunder and other accounting principles generally accepted in India and in 

compliance with Regulation 33 of the Listing Regulations. This responsibility also includes

However, future events or conditions may cause the Company to 

cease to continue as a going concern.
