l . These standalone and consolidated financial results for the quarter ended 30th June, 2022, which have been subjected to limited review by 
Statutory Auditors of the Company, were reviewed and recommended by the Audit Committee and subsequently approved by the Board of 

Directors at its meeting held on 12th July, 2022, in terms of Regulation 33 of SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) 
Regulations, 20 15 as amended. 

2. The consolidated unaudited financial results of the Company and its wholly ovmed subsidiary i.e. , AAA Shen)ang Container Seal Private 
Limited have been prepared in accordance with Ind AS 110 consolidated financial statements. 

3. The Company is primarily engaged in trading activities. Since this segment meets the aggregation criteria as per the requirements oflnd AS 108 
on 'Operating segments' , the management considers this as a single reportable segment. Accordingly. disclosure of segment information has not 
been furnished. 

4. The Company is in the process of fund raising by way of a rights issue of9,82,96,996 Equity Shares of face value ofRs. 2/- each to be issued at 

a price ofRs. 4.50/- per fully paid up Equity Share (including a premium ofRs. 2.50/- per fully paid up Equity Share) in the right entitlement ratio 

of 1:1 to the eligible shareholders as on the record date i.e., 23rd July, 2022, for an aggregate amount of Rs. 44,23,36,482/-. The Company have 

received the in-principle approval from BSE Limited vide their letter dated 21st June. 2022 . 

5. The Company, in order to fund and support the present and new business verticals and also o"ving to other business considerations, opted to raise 

interest free unsecured loans amounting to Rs. l 0.00 Crore, from M/s Anushi Retail LLP, the Promoters of our Company. 

6. The Company have acquired 100% equity shares of AAA Shenyang Container Seal Pvt Ltd., engaged in the business of RFID e-seals and other 

security seals during the quarter. Consequently, same has become wholly m:med subsidiary of the company during the quarter. Therefore results 

have been consolidated for the quarter ended on 30th June 2022 only. 

7. This statement have been prepared in accordance with Companies (India Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 ('Ind AS') prescribed under Section 

133 of the Companies Act, 2013 and other recognised accounting practices and policies to the extent applicable.
