As per information provided by 

the Management, discussion is going for settlement of amount and Management is of 

the opinion that amount will be recovered and therefore the Company has not rmade 

any provision on these advances. 

b) During the 9 months company has recognized expenses of Rs 117.51 Lacs against 

professional fees for which agreement has been entered into however no supporting 

documents for work completion or ongoing work details, completion certificate, 

management report and planning for project undertaken has been provided and hence 

we are unable to verify the accuracy of same.

We draw your attention to the following matters: 

In respect of Company's subsidiary RSAL Steel Private Limited (RSPL) - The Hon'able National 

Company Law Tribunal ("NCLT"), Mumbai Bench, admitted petition for initiation of Corporate 

Insolvency Process ("CIRP") u/s 7 of Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code, 2016 ("the Code") filed by 

Dena Bank(now Bank of Baroda), one of the financial creditors of the Company's subsidiary; vide 

order no. CP 2985 (18)/ MB/ 2018 dated September 3, 2019 ("Insolvency Commencement 

date") and appointed an Interim Resolution Professional ("IRP") to manage affairs of the 

Company's subsidiary in accordance with the provision of the Code. The Committee of Creditors 

rcoc) of the Company's subsidiary, in its meeting confirmed IRP as Resolution Professional 

("RP") for the Company's subsidiary. In view of pendency of the CIRP the management of affairs 

of Company's subsidiary and powers of Board of Directors of Company's subsidiary are now 

vested with RP. By the order of NCLT a moratorium shall have effect from the date of order till 

the completion of the corporate insolvency resolution process or until Bench approves the 

resolution plan under sub- section (1) of Section 31 of 1&B Code or passes an order for the 

liquidation of the Company under section 33 of 1&B Code, as the case may be.With respect of 

the CIRP Proceedings of the Subsidiary Company ,the resolution Plan duly approved by the 

committee of creditors has been filed before the Hon'able National Company Law Tribunal 

("NCLT"), Mumbai Bench and same is pending for adjudication/ final approval. The next date of 

hearing is scheduled on February 20,2023 

With respect to the CIRP proceedings, the expenses incurred by the company towards CIRP from 

9th September 2019 till 31st December 2022 amounts to Rs. 6,972.03 Lacs (including expenses 

incurred for running resolution process Rs. 86.99 Lacs).The outstanding and payable as of 31st 

December 2022 is Rs. 997.45 Lacs including the amount contributed by COC through Corpus 

fund of Rs. 258.00 Lacs. 

The Financial Statements are prepared on going concern basis, however the Group has incurred 
losses, its liabilities exceeded total assets and its net worth has been fully eroded. In view of the 
continuing default in payment of dues, certain lenders have sent notices /letters recalling their 
loans given and called upon the Company's subsidiary to pay entire dues and other liability and 
Corporate Insolvency Process against the Company's subsidiary is in process. Since the CIRP is 
currently in progress, as per the Code, it is required that the Company's subsidiary be managed 
as a going concern basis. However there exists material uncertainty about the Company's 
subsidiary ability to continue as going concern since the Resolution Plan is already approved by 
Committee of Creditors and thereafter by NCLT, The appropriateness of preparation of financial 
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results on going concern basis is critically dependent upon outcome of CIRP as specified in the 

Code. 

The Company's Subsidiary had undertaken certain Capital project in the earlier years which is 

yet to be executed however due to insufficient funds, accounts of Company turned Non-

performing Assets by banks and no new tie-ups of funds these projects have been stuck with an 

uncertainty of completion. The Company has not made full assessments of impairment on this 

Capital Work in Progress as required by Ind AS 36 on Impairment of Assets. 

The Company's Subsidiary has not made provision for interest payable on term loans and 

working capital loans due to banks from March 31, 2018. The Banks have classified loans given 

to the Subsidiary company as Non-Performing Asset (NPA). As the company is in CIRP process 

the amount of interest due could not be accurately ascertained and therefore cannot be 

quantified. 

As on December 31, 2022 the Company's Subsidiary has not paid Salary to its employees for the 

period from May 2022 to December 2022 amounting to Rs. 194.69 Lacs, Ex-gratia Rs. 3.08 Lacs, 

LTA Rs. 4.49 Lacs and leave encashment Rs. 20.72 Lacs provision for same has been done in 

books of accounts. 

As on December 31, 2022 the Company's Subsidiary has not paid bonus to its employees for the 

year ended 2021-22 amounting to Rs. 9.16 Lacs, provision for same has been done in books of 

accounts. 

As on December 31, 2022 the Company's Subsidiary has not deposited EPF for the period from 

May 2022 to December 2022 amounting to Rs. 25.35 lacs. 

The company's Subsidiary has made provisions on doubtful debts of Rs. 6,367.27 Lacs during the 

Quarter and half year ended December 31, 2022. Management is of the opinion that recovery of 

amount from these debtors is doubtful and hence created the provision. 

The Company has shown amount of Rs 69.29 Lacs as other advances recoverable in books which 

are outstanding for more than 365 days. As per information provided by the Management, 

discussion is going for settlement of amount and Management is of the opinion that amount will 

be recovered and therefore the Company has not made any provision on these advances.
