During the year under review, the operations of the company were fully suspended for 35 days from 1st April, 2020 to 5th May,
2020 due to the total lock down imposed by the Government to control the spread of COVID 19. After commencing operations
partially from 6th May, 2020 the company gradually ramped up capacity utilisation in line with the relaxations announced. However
the performance of the company improved substantially in second half of the year as the demand for yarn and gears increased
continuously. The company could achieve better profits in spite of lower Revenue.

5

The state Government has imposed some restrictions from 10th May, 2021 to 24th May, 2021 in view of the sudden spurt
of second wave of COVID 19. The restrictions on movement of people and spread of COVID among local communities are posing
some challenges in the availability of manpower. The lock down at the yarn consuming centers reduced the demand. The company
is closely monitoring the situation and trying to maintain the operations. A clear picture will be available at the time of considering the
first quarter results.
