2. We have not been able to verify the transactional documents relating bank
statements. Four out of five account are not shown to us for verification. According
to the management, the other accounts are dormant and therefore the same have not
been collected from bank.

Emphasis of Matter

I.. The Company has not charged depreciation on the fixed assets during the year and
accordingly provision of Indian Accounting Standards relating to depreciation and
Deferred Tax Asset / Liabilities have not been Sollowed. The management
represented that the amount of depreciation being negligible the same has been not
been incorporated.

2. The closing stock has been calculated and certified by management only and we
have not been provided with the basis of calculation.

Management's and Those Charged with Governance Responsibilities for the
Statement

This Statement has been prepared on the basis of the standalone annual financial statements. The
Company's Board of Directors is responsible for the preparation and presentation of the
Statement that gives a true and fair view of the net profit / loss and other comprehensive income
and other financial information of the Company in accordance with the accounting principles
generally accepted in India, including Ind AS prescribed under Section 133 of the Act, read with
relevant rules issued thereunder and other accounting principles generally accepted in India, and
in compliance with Regulation 33 of the Listing Regulations including SEBI Circular. This
